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Summary

El Niño is present and is weakening.

Positive equatorial sea surface temperature (SST) anomalies continue 

across most of the Pacific Ocean.

A transition to ENSO-neutral is likely during late Northern Hemisphere 

spring or early summer 2016, with an increasing chance of La Niña 

during the second half of the year.



The chance of El Niño gradually decreases during the 

spring and ENSO-neutral is favored during May-June-July 

(MJJ) 2016.  The chance of La Niña and ENSO-neutral are 

about equal by June-July-August (JJA) 2016, with La 

Niña  favored afterwards.
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
